Armenian Education system and admission requirements

Overview of education system

Armenia is a landlocked country, situated in South Caucasus and fronting the northwestern extremity
of Asia. To the north and east Armenia is bordering Georgia and Azerbaijan, while its neighbours to
the southeast and west are Iran and Turkey. The capital is Yerevan. The current population of Armenia
is 2,970,072 based on the latest United Nations data?. Due to high emigration rates as well as to
socio-economic situation the population of the country is decreasing.

The South Caucasus region is distinguished for its ancient and rich cultural traditions that have served
as a basis for diverse national education systems®. However, the region has for many centuries
suffering from political and religious conflicts and wars. Especially, in the late 1980s and the beginning
of 1990s all the Caucasian countries, like those of central and eastern Europe, underwent dramatic
political changes which resulted in overall collapse of the communist regime and socialist economy
which seriously challenged their education systems.

Since its independence in 1991 Armenia has gone a profound transformation struggling to reform its
education system. Before 1991, the education system of Armenia was known as a strong one. Literacy
rate was 100% and generally, education was free.

With introduction of market relations in education, private institutions were allowed to operate,
resulting in growth of their number. Also, institutions become autonomous and more competitive. In
1997 the number of higher education institutions (HEI} reached 102 which negatively affected the
overall education quality. Then, the number of HEIs decreased and it now stands at 61.

By the years the government support to HEls has been decreasing and currently tuition fees remain
practically the only source of income for HEls. Funding constrains faced by HEls create huge problems
of development of institutions including quality of education, access and equity for students.

Thus, for several decades the main foci of the Ministry of education* remains new sustainable
educational approaches for improving access, quality and equity of the education system.

Armenian education system consists of general secondary education (primary, basic and high school),
vocational education, higher and postgraduate education. Compulsory education lasts 12 years from
age 6 to age 17. Generally, the academic year begins in September and ends in May.

Higher and postgraduate education is regulated by the Law on Education (1999) and the Law on
Higher and Postgraduate Education (2004) of the Republic of Armenia with main provisions in line
with the assumed international obligations. The MoESCS is an authority which elaborates and
implements the policies in education and science sectors on behalf of the Armenian Government.

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The new government that came to power in 2018 has brough a new commitment to anticorruption
efforts, good governance, transparency, and accountability in Armenia which already reflect on the
education sector including higher education. One of the important steps of the ministry was to
continue works on the draft law on higher education started by the previous government, but with a
proposed fundamental change to unite the existing laws on higher and postgraduate education and
the law on science and scientific activities. The objective of the new legislative regulation is to increase
the efficiency of governance of higher education and science, further integration of education and
research, increase autonomy of institutions, increase quality of education. It is planned the new Law
on higher education and Science will be adopted in 2025.

Higher education is currently provided in a variety of institutions including institutes, universities,
academies and conservatory. There are public, private and transnational HEIs. Among the latter ones
are also institutions established within intergovernmental agreements with the participation of the
state. There are also theological seminaries under the Armenian Apostolic Church. Today, the national
higher education system comprises of 26 state and 24 private higher education institutions, and 11
transnational/cross-border higher education institutions including the 4 with the State participation.
The bulk of higher education institutions (in average 80 percent of state and 76 per cent of private)
are located in the capital, Yerevan.

The total number of students is 80,501° and the number of foreign students is 5,896. Most of the
foreign students come from Russia and Asia (India, Pakistan). When comparing

Even though higher education has grown and demand for it remains strong, the sector is currently
diminishing. Hence the government and undergoing policy is directed to merger of higher education
institutions. This is first of all due population decline and high level of emigration as well as tightened
regulations for private institutions. During 2009 and 2018 higher education student population
decreased by 31% and 16 institutions were forced to closed their doors or merge with the other private
institutions. Moreover, in 2010 the government introduced new regulation whereby private HEI
applicants like those at the public ones had to sit for admission examination. This regulation reduced
the number of applicants choosing to study at a private HEIl. Simultaneously, the newly introduced
quality assurance process and the failure of some HEls to fulfill licensing procedure caused their
further closures.® Participation of vulnerable groups in higher education is a challenge, despite the
measures introduced by the government and institutions inequalities are rather substantial.
Participation ratio in 2020 was 60.7 for women and 42.2 for male.”

The reforms in higher education that started in 1990s further shaped and accelerated by two key
developments: in 2005 the Convention on the Recognition of Qualifications Concerning Higher
Education (Lisbon Recognition Convention) was ratified and in the same year Armenia together with
Azerbaijan, Georgia, Moldova and Ukraine joined the Bologna Process by signing the Bergen
Communiqué.

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The new European dimension of the reforms included the structure of higher education, its content
and governance with the purpose of ensuring the integration of Armenia’s higher education system
into the European Higher Education Area (EHEA) thus providing competitiveness in international
education arena.

The further important steps were the establishment of the National Information Centre for Academic
Recognition and Mobility (ArmENIC) in 2006 and the National Centre for Professional Education
Quality Assurance (ANQA) in 2008. Since their establishment both bodies have largely contributed to
promotion of reliable and trustworthy information on the Armenian higher education and facilitated
its internationalisation.

As the part of the EHEA Armenia introduced tools that have been central to the European
harmonization process: degree structure, European Credit Transfer System (ECTS), Armenian
National Qualification Framework (ANQF), Diploma Supplement (DS), European Standards and
Guidelines (ESG) for Quality Assurance.

European Credit Transfer System (ECTS) is adopted as a national credit system and it is used for
design, description, delivery of programs and students’ knowledge assessment. Credits express the
volume of studies based on the defined learning outcomes and their associated workload. One
academic year is equivalent to 60 credits and corresponds to 1800 hours of student workload. The
academic year, as a rule, starts on the 1° of September and consists of 2 semesters with duration of
20 and 22 weeks.

Quality Assurance and recognition of qualifications: Since 2008 the National Center for Professional
Education Quality Assurance (ANQA) is responsible for assessing the quality of higher education
institutions and programs based on the European Standards and Guidelines. Institutional accreditation
is an obligatory process while program accreditation is voluntary and is carried out only in the case
of a positive result of institutional accreditation when launching a new education program. The positive
accreditation decision is granted for 2 years (conditional), 4 or 6 years depending on level of
significance of shortcomings.

National Qualifications Framework: In 2016 the Government of Armenia adopted the revised National
Qualifications Framework (ANQF) consisting of 8 levels and comparable with the European
Qualifications Framework (EQF) and the Qualifications Framework of the European Higher Education
Area (QF-EHEA). ANQF is based on the concept of lifelong learning and comprises qualifications gain
through various pathways which are recognised in Armenia.

Presently, higher education represents a three-level degree structure. At the first level are offered
bachelor (bakalavr) degree programs and upon their completion students are expected to have basic
knowledge, skills and competence in a specialty necessary to pursue further studies at the next level
and for commencing work. For bachelor degree qualifications (corresponding to the level 6 of the
ANQF and EQF) are set to180-240 credits (with duration of 3-4 years of full-time studies). A necessary
condition for admission to bachelor programs is Certificate of Secondary Education (Full) or a
vocational education diploma.
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At the second level are offered master degree programs as well as integrated and clinical residency
programs that aim to give students an in-depth knowledge of the sector, skills and competence to
work independently and pursue studies at doctoral level. Qualifications awarded upon successful
completion of program are corresponding to the level 7 of the ANQF and are comparable to EQF level
7. For master (magistros) degree qualifications are set to 60-120 credits (with duration of 1-2 years of
full-time studies). A necessary condition for admission to master degree programs is a bachelor degree
qualification.

The integrated (long cycle: bachelor and master) programs are offered in medicine and upon their
completion the qualifications corresponding to a master degree are awarded. For the qualification of
a stomatologist (bjishk-stomatolog) are set 300 credits (5 years of full-time studies) and for the M.D.
physician (bjishk-general medicine) are set 360 credits (6 years if full-time studies). For further
medical education and for independent medical practice in different areas students are offered clinical
residency programs that further deepen the theoretical and practical knowledge in chosen area.
Duration of these programmes varies from 1 to 5 years depending on specialization and upon
successful completion of these programs the qualifications of Doctor in medicine (bjishk ordinator)
are awarded.

At the highest level of higher education are offered Doctorate (aspirantura) programs that aim to
provide students with the most advanced theoretical and practical knowledge for further independent
research and professional creative work. A necessary condition for admission to doctoral programs is
a master degree or other comparable qualification. Duration of the programs is 3-4 years of full-time
studies of 180 credits. Upon successful completion of doctoral studies and upon defense of a thesis
the Candidate of Science (gitutyuneri teknatsu) degree is awarded. Candidate of Science is equivalent
to a Ph.D.

Doctor of Sciences (gitutyunneri doctor) is an advanced scientific degree, which is awarded to
individuals holding candidate of sciences degree as an acknowledgement of the scientific achievements
of an individual and after successful public defense of a doctoral thesis.

Higher Education Admission System

After the collapse of the Soviet system, the demand for higher education sharply increased, but the
higher education institutions were not prepared to take all the applicants even those with the high
marks. Following public distrust in university admission procedures and protests by those who felt
excluded from the system the government introduced centralized admission exams in the beginning
of 1990s. Later in 2004 was established the Assessment and Testing Center (ATC) with the main goal
to develop and administer a new, high-stakes Unified Examination (UE) at the school/university
interface. By the time the ATC has gradually assumed responsibility for other school examinations,
national assessments, and Armenia’s participation in the Trends in International Mathematics and
Science Study (TIMSS). The fundamental principles of the new evaluation system are:

e Uniform rules through the whole country,

e Implementation of objective, reliable, effective U transparent mechanisms,
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o Creating equal starting conditions for graduates to ensure their further professional
education.

Admission to higher education institutions is regulated by the Law on Education and Decrees of the
government on admission procedures for public and private higher education institutions and on
procedures for admission of foreigners. In case of foreign applicants, the MoESCS conducts an
examination and verification of the documents of foreigners for the admission to a HEI in the RA.

Applicants with secondary and vocational education are eligible to continue their education at
universities without age restrictions. Applicants need to take admission exams that are held in
examination centers.

Admission exams are divided into joint, centralized, inter-university and are organized and conducted
by ATC. A secondary education program called Araratian Baccalaureate offered by Ayb Educational

Foundation School the organizes its own exams in cooperation with ATC) in cooperation with the ATC.

Joint exams are conducted in writing form, through tests that are developed by the ATC. Applicants
take the joint exams in each subject on the same day in the whole territory of the Republic of Armenia.
The joint exams are held in two stages: main and additional. To sit the main stage joint exams
applicants, need to be registered during the period February 1 to March 15 of the given year and to
sit exams in June. In the same vein for the additional stage joint exams applicants need to be registered
from June 24 to June 30 of the given year and to sit the exams in July.

In-university exams are conducted based on the specific professional programs created by
corresponding universities and approved by the ministry. To participate in the centralized, inter-
university and first-stage joint examination, and to indicate their preferred profession, the applicants
must submit an online application via on-line platform run by www.dimord.am from April 15 to May
10.

Applicants with dual citizenship and foreigners, Armenian nationals who hold foreign qualifications
who did not apply in the first stage, demobilized from military service applicant are eligible for
admission at the second stage from June 26 to July 1.

The competition for admission to HEls is held in two stages: the main and the additional.
The main stage competition is held with an application for one specialty (free and paid).

Additional stage: If there are left places in the HEls after approving the results of the competition of
the main stage of the entrance examinations, the applicants with positive score (grades) from the
admissions exams, who were left out of the competition, can participate in the competition for the left
places from July 19-26 for a place by filling in an online application form.

The competition of the additional stage is held by submitting application in one or more HEls with up
to six specialties, if the applicant has a positive grade/grades in the subject/subjects of the given

specialties, and there are vacancies for the corresponding specialties (free and paid).
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The applicant admitted in any of the professions (according to the order of registration) registered in
the left places application form does not participate in the competition of the next registered
professions, and the non-accepted applicant participates in the competitions of the following
professions in order.

When conducting the competition of the main and additional stages, preference is given to the
applicants with a higher scores (grades) of the exam for the given specialty. The Republican
Admissions Committee approves the results of the competition for additional places in HEIs on at the
end of July.

School Leaving Diplomas and Certificates

According to the Law on Education and the Law on Higher and Postgraduate Education at least a
secondary (full) education is required for admission to higher education.

In Armenia secondary education that is organized in two stages of basic education(9 years) and high
school education (3 years) is provided by public and private secondary schools (basic and high
schools). There are different types of schools- lyceums, gymnasiums and colleges. Besides the national
schools there are international schools that offer various programs and two private Armenian schools
that also offer International Baccalaureate. In 2014 In 2014, Ayb Educational Foundationa in
partnership with the ministry, Cambridge Assessment International Education introduced Araratian
Baccalaureate which is a high school program comparable with UK A-level and delivered in Armenian.

Providers of international curriculum after completion of the program award a graduation
certificate/diploma of a different from the national certificates. In all other cases the national education
documents of the state format are awarded.

The Secondary (Full) Education Certificate/Atestat is a national qualification awarded after the
completion of the 12-year education by the Armenian public and private schools that deliver national
education program. The Secondary (Full) Education Certificate/Atestat confirms the successful
completion of a secondary school in Armenia and provides access to higher education and it is a
prerequisite for admission to bachelor degree programs, long-cycle/integrated programs in medicine,
pharmacy).

There are graduation exams after 9 years and 12-years of secondary education. The certificates are
issued upon completion of programs as well as final exams at the end of Basic school and state final
attestation after general education. State final attestation procedures are developed and approved by
the ministry while the tests are developed and administered by the ATC.

After that the graduates of the basic education on can choose to continue their education at a high
school or go to a VET institution. Some of the higher education institutions have affiliated high schools
(lyceums, gymnasiums and colleges) that offer national secondary education program. Usually,
graduates of these choose to continue their education in the same university. Some of the universities
also offer preliminary programs that prepare students for higher education. Pupils in high schools
can choose a general stream or specialized one: humanitarian, natural sciences, vocational.
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The streams’ curriculum consist of general education component according to the national standard,

specialized component and additional school component. General education component includes

subjects which are obligatory for everybody. Subjects in specialized stream component are aimed

at the further education (with some orientation). In the case of vocational stream students gain some

basic professional skills. School component includes optional subjects with some hours which are

chosen by the school according from the list of subjects provided by the ministry. The academic year

lasts from September 1 till May 31(34 weeks) and consists of two semesters. The workload per week

is 34 hours (I hour=45 minutes).

Below is the summary of the developments:

The length of the school system was changed in the following years:

10 years (3+5+2) up to 2007

Till 2007-2008 academic year there was 10-year secondary education system in Armenia and
10-year secondary school graduation certificate was awarded. The transition to 12-year
secondary education started in 2006-2007 academic year. There was reclassification in 2007-
2008 academic year starting from the 2" grade (e.g. 2" to 39, 3"to 4™, etc.). Between 2007-
2010 pupils studied 10 years but were awarded 11-year secondary school certificate. The last
graduates with actual duration of 10 years secondary education graduated in 2009-2010
academic year and were awarded 11-year secondary school graduation certificate (due to the
reclassification in 2007-2008 academic year).

In 2010-2011 there was no graduation.

11 years from 2011-2017.

From 2011-2012 academic year till 2016-2017 academic year graduates studied 11 years and
were awarded 12-year secondary school graduation certificate (again due to the reclassification
in 2007-2008).

12 years (4+5+3) from 2017

In 2017-2018 academic year the first 12-year secondary school graduation certificates with
actual duration of 12 years of study were awarded.

Admission to higher education: All school leaving certificates/Atestat (10-year, 11-year and 12-year)

give access to higher education.

For school graduation you need to take only school graduation exams (organized twice a year
- in January and June). Upon successful completion Atestat of Secondary Education is
awarded.

For admission to HEls you need to take entrance exams which are divided
into Unified and Institutional (in the fields of art and architecture). Unified exams consist of
Part A and Part B, just different levels of difficulty. The overall score is calculated for admission
to higher education. Unified exams are also organized twice a year (in January and June). The
results of the Unifies exams are valid for a year.

In case of subjects needed for both school graduation and entrance to higher education, you
take only unified exam.

Upon successful completion of the Araratian Baccalaureate are students automatically given
the Certificate of (Complete) Secondary General Education? YES, it gives access to HE. Upon
successful completion of Araratian Baccalaureate students are awarded AB diploma and Atestat
of Secondary Education.

Since 2022 (Complete) Secondary General Education Certificate is issued digitaly.
